1. Traffic Pattern study- update

President Beggan reported that the Village Engineer has talked to Sgt. Haras from the
Lake County Sheriff’s Department. Sgt. Haras has changed the patrol hours. He will
provide the Village Engineer with the results of the new patrols. The Village Engineer
will incorporate the results in the traffic study. The traffic study should be available in
September.

President Beggan reported that the bids have been opened and the Village engineer will
make recommendations.

Update on Lakes Commission Meeting

Village Clerk Beggan reported that the Lakes Commission had two visitors, Frank
Calabrease, Mariner’s Cove resident and Jim Bland, Sunshine resident.

Druce Lake Dredging

Village Clerk Beggan said that Mr. Calabrease offered background information on
Druce Lake. He said that when he moved to Druce Lake 18 years ago he and 5 other
residents had the property in front of their homes dredged because of the lily pads. He
said that dredging did not make the water level higher. He said that all it did was clear
an area in front of their homes for boating.

Trustee Kotulla stated that she talked to Mr. Calabrease and he said that the water
level is lower now because the Village took out the spillway that was illegally put in.

President Beggan stated it was is understanding that originally the spillway had a dam
that could regulate the water level of Druce Lake by placing boards in slots that were
on either side of the spillway. He said that then someone put sacks of concert in the
water to dam up the area. He said that the spillway is on private property and that the
owner of the spillway requested that the Village take out the concert and the slots.

Trustee Kotulla stated that Mr. Bland had comments on the soil sample report on
Druce Lake. He had said that there are mercury levels that appear to be high.

President Beggan stated that the report that came from the Village Engineer states that
all levels are within normal limits. President Beggan also stated that he has sent the
report to Mike Adam, Lake County Health Department, Lakes Unit for his review and
comments.
