The meeting was called to order by Chairman Morthorst at 7:13 p.m.

Open to the Floor -

Village President Beggan reported that he is working on having red flags
put up at the Mariner’s Cove boat launch and at the Third Lake Dam. He
said that there will also be signs explaining the red flag.

President Beggan reported that he has talked to the Assistant Property
Assessor regarding lake front property. He was told that the property is
now called “water influenced” and is taxed at the same rate as lake front
property. However, he wanted to confirm the information with the
Assessor.

Frank Calabrease, Mariner’s Cove resident, addressed the
Commission. Mr. Calabrease said that he has lived in Mariner’s Cove on
Druce Lake for 18 years. He said he would like to offer some insight on
the Druce Lake dredging. He said that when he first moved in, 5-6 of his
neighbors and he had the area in front of their homes dredged because of
the cattails. He said it took 3 weeks to do 3 lots and the dredging did not
make a difference in the depth of the lake. He said Druce Lake is a
shallow lake; it always has been and always will be. He said if people
can’t get their boats out, then they should dredge in front of their homes.

Jim Bland, Sunshine resident, addressed the Commission. Mr. Bland
reviewed an addendum to a report that he submitted to the Village on the



water quality of Third Lake. He covered the Eurasian water milfoil, Dead
Carp/“Pop-eye” and fecal coliform counts. He suggested that the Village
contact the Health Department and set up a program for monitoring Third
Lake water quality after major rain events. He also volunteered to take
Lakes Commission members out on the lake and show them the process he
goes through when he monitors the water quality.

Discussion
A. Druce Lake Dredging

Commissioner Rieth reported that she went door to door and talked to 15
residents regarding the dredging of Druce Lake. She said that some
people said that the lake went down when the dam was taken out on the
spillway, some think that the pipe that drains water into Druce Lake from
Gages Lake is depositing sand and silt in the lake causing it to become
shallow. Commissioner Rieth said that some residents said that they can
not afford to pay for dredging; some want the weeds taken care of and
some want the Village to do the dredging; and there is more interest on the
south end of the Lake.

Chairman Morthorst stated that the “dam” at the spillway was put in
illegally and was on private property. The property owner requested that
the materials used to dam up the spillway be removed and the Village had
it all taken out.

Commissioner DeMay questioned whether something could be built
further down the spillway that would help the Druce Lake water level.

Chairman Morthorst said that the lake finds its own level and the last rain
event had the water from Third Lake running back into Druce Lake. He
also said that several years ago the Village had McClure Engineering look
into the pipe that carries water from Gages Lake and the report said that it
is not carrying silt or sand into Druce Lake.

Motion by Rieth, seconded by Rohrer to recommend to the Board of
Trustees that the Druce Lake dredging project be tabled; make the
report regarding the soil content available for review to residents that
are interested and also supply a copy of dredging resources to those
residents that would like to do their own dredging.
